Call to Order & Introductions
Chairman Manders called the September 19,2008 meeting of the Iowa Council on Homelessness to order at 10:00 a.m.
Introductions were made by those present at the host and remote ICN sites and by Conference call.
A quorum was established.

Approvals

September 19, 2008 Agenda
Chairman Manders introduced the agenda for the September 19, 2008 meeting.

Motion: On a motion by Gordon Miller, second by Kelli Foltz, the council unanimously approved the September 19, 2008 Agenda.

July 19, 2008 Minuets
Chairman Manders introduced the Minuets of July 19, 2008 meeting.

Motion: On motion by Donna Eggleston, second by Jeff Gronstal, the Council unanimously approved the July 19, 2008 minuets.

Executive Committee Report
Chairman Manders stated that there still was no approval by the Govener for the Administrative Rules so still operating under old guidelines.

Nominating Report
James Walker reported that the nominations for the general public member position have been forwarded to Governor Culver as required by the Senate File 21.61 and are waiting for that process to finish so that the Nominating Committee can follow through with it.

Lyle Schwary reported that he received an e-mail from Dennis Deitz stating that he has to resign due to taking a position with the Iowa National Guard and will not be able to make the meetings. Lyle suggests that this be addressed at the next committee meeting.
Continuum of Care
Susan Dawson reports that the E-Snaps application process is ongoing. There was some discussion about how the Exhibit 1 was going to be handled for next year. The decision to wait for HUD, to either give an online process or a different way to handle the exhibit 1 for this past year. Old forms were submitted to Lyle Schwary, but waiting to see what HUD wants to do as far as a way that exhibit 1 can be accessed on a state level.
Also the HUD website will be carefully monitored for any changes for the submittal of exhibit 1.
Lyle Schwary reported that the application deadline has been moved back again to October 16, 2008. We are close to being ready to submit but had a few minor changes that have to be done. There are 25 renewals this year and 2 new projects. The 2 new projects are Transitional Housing programs, one in Mason City the other in Ottumwa.

Even with the two new projects we are within our pro-rata need. Even with the changes we should score higher than we did last year. Lyle suggested that a committee meeting be set for Oct. or Nov. to start preliminary talks on how to handle submissions from the regional and local COC’s and how to score these communities in the future.
A date and time have not been set at this time.

Policy & Planning
Christina Canganelli stated that Lyle has sent in the action plan with revisions to the Governor. Date for future meeting needs to be set.
Public Awareness

Lyle Schwary stated that the committee has met and activities are on going.. The committee is getting ready for the Legislative Breakfast on January 15, 2009. The time for the breakfast is 7:00 am – 9:00 am.  Hand outs will be available as well as postcards and other mailings will be sent out.

Bob Steben gave a great presentation on the Des Moines stand down. 

There was 7000 lbs of used clothing and the Air National Guard gave $130,000.00 worth of new clothing as a donation. The Air National Guard also set up and tore down all of the tents for the stand down. There was 2 dental vans, a meal tent, Free hair cuts and Judge Bremer was on hand to help with any legal issues the homeless might need help with. Also there were loads of volunteers that donated their time to the cause.

The banner and picture of the stand down will be on display at the Legislative Breakfast.

Research and Analysis
Allen Axeen stated that the next  Committee meeting will be October 28, 2008 to work on request made by the Legislature.  There is also an ICN training on January 21, 2009.

Homeless Coordinator

Lyle Schwary reported that the new application for HAP would be on line soon. Training clad for the app will be on 10/15 from 1:00pm to 4:00pm. Also Karen Winchester will be the HAP Grant Manager. Deadline for the Applications to be in is 12/19/2008.

New Business

Becky Flores reported that PATH was review by Federal Site Reviewers and all of the programs involved got high praise for the good work that is being done.

Pastor Waller of Council Bluffs reported that the New Visions that he has been involved with for 14 years has now officially opened.  It has 26 Transitional beds, 40 bed men shelter a meal site and offices.
Doug Keast with WFDA reported that they are working on integrating businesses to help all job seekers at this time.
